Forestry contractors are vital for the
delivery of national forest strategies and
are therefore fundamental to the sector’s
health. = However, the industry faces
significant recruitment and retention
problems which are widely recognised as

barriers to growth.

Building on the success of ForStart, Rural
Development Initiatives’ new entrant
programme, ForStart: NE has therefore
been developed to provide an attractive
route into the industry across the North
East by providing financial support for
existing businesses to offer new entrant

placements.

ForStart: NE is a one year project which
offers support to existing businesses to
create six new jobs across the North East

in the trees and timber industry.

Financial support is available through
wage subsidies and allowances for

training courses, PPE and travel.

Training support is offered through the
development of training plans and

completion of relevant courses.

Business support is provided through the
creation of tri-way contracts, access to
business information and advice and on-
going mentoring and support. We are also
offering businesses the opportunity to
increase their capacity to take on new
entrants by going on train the trainer

courses.
